with our vet David Higginson
for an initial assessment.
The vet will discuss the options for
treatment, possible costs, and fix a
convenient time for you to return to a
"Behaviour Appointment"   for a
detailed discussion.
l l l l l Behaviour Appointment
(approx 30 -40 min.). If possible bring
all the family to this appointment, or at
least those in the family who are
involved with the pet.
l  l  l  l  l  Further sessions
Normally 2 -3 behaviour appointments
will be needed to sort out a behaviour
problem. Changes introduced at one

session will usually be effective over
1 - 2 weeks and further changes can
then be introduced. Most cases are
making satisfactory progress after 6
weeks.
l l l l l  Your pet's Life Story.
You may be asked to complete a
questionaire about your pet. This will
ask you to write down in detail everything
that worries you about your pet's
behaviour. It will ask about your pet's
daily routines, likes and dislikes, games,
treats, habits, friends and enemies. We
also need to know about yourself and
your family, and how you (humans)
relate to your pet. Return your completed
Life Story to the surgery as soon as it's
convenient.
